1. In Chooser, you need to setup a PostScript Printer with Adobe PS
and the DDAPv3 PPD. It is recommend that you setup a Virtual
Printer, see instructions below. If you do not have a PostScript printer
available, see the note below.

How to Set up a Virtual Printer:
la. Open a document and go to Page Setup and click on Printer:
Select Virtual Printer

1b. Once you've chosen Virtual Printer, you should select the Virtual
Printer Pull-down, then Select PPD. You will be shown a dialog box,
which lists all the PPDs that are in your Printer Descriptions folder.
Highlight the DDAPv3 PPD and then click on Select. 1b
1c. You should select DDAP_Single as your Paper size. You have now
configured the Virtual Printer with the DDAPv3 PPD and can use the
Virtual Printer icon, that appears on your desktop to make your
PostScript files. The Virtual Printer can only create PostScript files; it
does not allow you to print to a LaserWriter or other printer. When you

need to make another PostScript file, you can select it by clicking on the

icon and type (Command-L).

Note: If you do not have a PostScript printer available, you can still
create a Virtual Printer by using the Desktop Printer Utility. Select
AdobePS as the Print Driver and “no printer connection” as the
Printer. Change the PPD and Select the DDAPv3 PPD then click
Create. Once the printer has been created, open a document and go
to Page Setup and click on Printer: Select Virtual Printer, then follow
the steps above.
